By clicking on the relevant series, you will be taken to the updated issue of that series as well
as the individual tables and table sets that belong to it. The following download functions are
then available to you:

Downloading updated series issues in PDF format

The “Complete download” button can be used to download an updated, complete issue of a
Statistical Series in PDF format. The individual tables and table sets contained in the download
are updated on an ongoing basis in line with their publication dates. Thus, the updated issue
always bears the date of the most recently published table(s). A table’s data vintage can be
found at the top of each page of the table.

Expanding and collapsing table sets
For a clearer overview, individual tables are mostly grouped by topic in table sets. These can
be expanded or collapsed using the grey arrow elements.

Downloading individual tables and table sets in PDF format

The modular structure of the table pages allows for tables to be downloaded directly in PDF
format either individually or grouped into table sets. All you need to do is click on the relevant
title.

ZIP downloads of files in PDF, CSV and XLS formats

The button “Select for ZIP download” allows you to pick and choose individual tables and table
sets for download. Depending on availability, PDF, CSV and XLS files can be selected. For
CSV files, the number of time series is shown in brackets. A maximum of 600 time series can
be selected per ZIP download. You can review your selection at the bottom of the page. Click
“Download ZIP file” to start the download.
